“Christmas Lights Cruise” 
Delights Wyoming Community 
and Local Energy Sponsor

CREATE: The News Letter Journal 
developed a “Christmas Lights 
Cruise” to spotlight the most festive 
holiday homes in their area and 
share the joy with local readers. 
In 2022, the News Letter Journal 
staff kicked off their pilot program 
by scouting out the best-dressed 
holiday homes themselves and 
using Google Maps to mark them. 
They promoted their online map in 
their social media feeds as a family 
activity to enjoy after Christmas 
Eve services and throughout the 
week between Christmas and New 
Year’s Day. Even without pre-press, 
the program was so successful in 
generating traffic to the decorated 
homes and newspaper’s website, 
the News Letter Journal decided to 
repeat the program in 2023.

SELL: For their 2023 “Christmas 
Lights Cruise” the News Letter 
Journal landed a $1,500 sponsorship 
from the local energy company. 
They ran a series of quarter-page 
ads in the newspaper promoting the 
program and inviting residents to 
submit their addresses, also running 
promotions through their website, 
newsletter, YouTube channel, 
podcast and social media feeds 
from Thanksgiving until New Year's 
Day. The sponsor was prominently 
displayed and mentioned in all 
advertising throughout the duration 
of the program. The promotions 
culminated in a full-page ad on 
December 20 that contained links 
to the online map and a printed 
version as well. This was followed 
by a social media update of the 
map on December 23, and a digital 
re-release in the paper's email 
newsletter on Christmas morning. 

PROFIT: In addition to the $1,500 
sponsorship generated by the 
“Christmas Lights Cruise,” the 
newspaper received praise from the 
community for providing this fun 
event.  The initial release of the map 
on Facebook had a reach of 3,340 
and engagement of 830. Publisher 
Robert Bonnar says, “At the end of 
the day, it was another successful 
campaign - proven out by a spurt 
of new addresses that we were 
able to incorporate right away after 
the initial release of the map in our 
print edition.” These late entries 
demonstrated the strengths of both 
the print and digital products, and 
the power of using them together. 
The map featured a total of 78 
homes and generated 1,404 online 
views. The News Letter Journal plans 
to repeat the program again this 
year, and the energy company 
is enthusiastic to continue their 
participation as a partner and 
sponsor. 

A holiday map to the area’s most festively decorated 
homes generated a $1,500 sponsorship and invaluable 
community connection for a local Wyoming newspaper.

• Establish gift value limits. No one has been
immune to the effects of inflation over the last
year-plus. So family members likely won’t have
a problem establishing spending limits this
year. Work together with relatives to
determine a reasonable limit to spend on each
gift. For example, a $50 per gift limit can
ensure everyone gets a quality gift without
going into debt.
• Shop on retail holidays. Black Friday was
once the only game in town regarding retail
holidays. But consumers can take advantage
of additional discount-heavy shopping days
like Small Business Saturday and Cyber
Monday to find great deals on a wide range of
items. Take retail holiday savings one step
further by penciling in time to comparison

shop on these popular days
when retailers compete for

customers.
• Look for almost-

new gifts. Mobile providers may market the
latest model smartphone as upping the ante
with new bells and whistles, but chances are
last year’s model is just as user-friendly at a
fraction of the cost. The same can be said for
other gadgets like wireless headphones and
smart TVs. Last year’s models may be heavily
discounted, particularly online, but just as
impressive as their more expensive
successors.
• Keep shipping costs in mind. The sticker
price of certain items, particularly large ones,
is likely not the whole story regarding how
much the item will cost. Certain items, like
trampolines for kids or a new armchair for
Dad, will likely cost considerably more than
the sticker price alone. Shipping on small
items may be free at various online retailers,
but that likely won’t be the case with larger
items. The cost of shipping some heavy items
might be as much as one-third the cost of the
item itself. Shoppers should keep that in mind
and build potential shipping costs into their
holiday budgets.
It’s easy to overspend come the holiday
season. However, various strategies make it
easy to stay within budget when shopping for
gifts for family and friends.

Millions of people enjoy shopping for
gifts and loved ones each holiday
season. The spirit of giving is alive and

well each December, and that can extend to
giving back to one’s own community.
In addition to supporting local charities when
making donations during the holiday season,
shoppers can patronize small local businesses
over big box retailers and national chains. The
decision to do so can benefit communities in
myriad ways.
• Small businesses inspire young
entrepreneurs. The United States Department
of Commerce reports that nearly half of all
small business owners in the U.S. in 2018 were
54 or younger. Six percent of those owners
were 34 and under. Young entrepreneurs at
the helm of thriving local businesses provide
inspiration to the next generation of
innovators.
• Thriving small business owners can send a
positive message to traditionally
underrepresented groups. The National
Women’s Business Council Annual Report for
2022 indicated women-owned employer firms
increased by nearly 17 percent between 2012
and 2019. Similarly, the U.S. Census Bureau’s
2021 Annual Business Survey found that there
were more Hispanic-owned and minority-
owned businesses in various sectors than a
decade earlier. The success of women- and

minority-owned businesses sends a positive
message to young entrepreneurs and locals
who are part of groups that have traditionally
been underrepresented in business. That can
help to create a more diverse and inclusive
Main Street, the success of which depends
heavily on locals’ willingness to patronize
locally-owned businesses.
• Shopping local supports many small business
owners. Family meals and social gatherings
with friends and coworkers are a big part of
the holiday season, and it’s not uncommon to
break bread and share a few drinks during a
night on the town. Choosing to gather at a
locally owned restaurant or tavern instead of
a chain restaurant can have a ripple effect on
an assortment of local businesses. Local
restaurants often source their ingredients
from local farms. A family meal at such a
restaurant benefits both the restaurant owner
and the hardworking local suppliers of the
food that ends up on the plate. Local
restaurants also are more likely to list locally
produced wines and craft beers on their
menus than national chains. That adds to the
ripple effect of celebrating the holidays at a
locally owned restaurant.
A thriving small business sector is vital to a
strong local economy. Shoppers can keep that
in mind and patronize local businesses during
the holiday season.

Though devotees of early holiday
shopping do not hesitate to point out
how convenient it can be to get all

their gifts long before the arrival of
Chanukah and Christmas, scores of
shoppers still wait until the last minute to
begin checking names off their lists. It might
be beneficial to shop early, but it’s easy to
procrastinate.

• Expect competition. Though online
shopping would seemingly make last-
minute shoppers relics of a bygone era, that
was not really the case in 2022. A survey of
more than 1,000 shoppers conducted by the
retail industry publisher Best Black Friday
found that just about 16 percent of
consumers estimated they would finish
their shopping during the week of
Christmas. Last-minute shoppers who want
to avoid crowds should consider shopping
during off-peak hours, such as on weekday
mornings and afternoons when most
people are working.
• Shop local. Last-minute shoppers may be
flocking to malls and busy downtown

shopping districts as they hurry to get gifts
for friends and family members with
different interests. Shopping at small, local
businesses can help last-minute shoppers
avoid such crowds. And with less on
their shelves and smaller storage
rooms, small business owners
and their staff also tend to
know their inventories inside
and out. That can ensure a
shopping trip is not spent
wandering numerous aisles in
search of the right gift.
• Bag it, don’t wrap it.
Shoppers who wait until the
very last minute likely won’t
have time to wrap all the gifts
they pick up for loved ones.
Gift bags conceal gifts just as
well as wrapping paper, but it
takes a fraction of the time to
place a gift in a bag as it does
to wrap it in paper. Quality gifts
bags also are reusable, which
can appeal to anyone looking
to create less waste this
holiday season.
• Don’t forget food. If it’s truly
impossible to find something
late in the season and a gift card
feels too impersonal, give the gift of
food. Adult recipients also can be
gifted a bottle of wine or another spirit
that can be enjoyed during a holiday
meal. Shoppers skilled in the kitchen can
whip up a homemade treat, while those
without such talents can give a store-
bought delicacy or even a subscription to a
monthly food club or service.
Last-minute shopping may look different
than it used to, but scores of shoppers still
wait to buy gifts for their loved ones. A
handful of strategies can simplify last-
minute shopping.
